Nichols and McVeigh burglarized a
quarry to steal blasting materials. Nichols advised his family
had no knowledge of the Oklahoma City Bombing, and there was no
plan for a second bomblng FBI Kansas City recovered a .50
caliber rifle from a river bank near Herington, Kansas from
information provided during the Nichols interview.

The FBIHQ Laboratory advised the cardboard box
recovered from Nichols' former residence contained no writing
samples that could be attributed to Nichols.

On May 3, 2005, a conference call was held by FBI
Denver, Oklahoma Clty, DTOU, and DOJ regarding recent
developments in the 1995 bombing. Video/audio taping of the
interview was discussed. Recording of the interview was
dismissed by DOJ.

On May 4, 2005, DTOU sent FBI Denver an e-mail advising

that Special Administrative Measures (SAMs) should not be placed
on Nichols at this time. Several media outlets reported Nichols

A bed
box spring was located on a steep embankment approximately twenty
feet from the surface of the water. The incline on the bank was
approximately 45 degrees or better requiring the use of a pulley b6
(come-a-long) to remove the embedded box spring. Once removed, b7c
the soil underneath was loose, but a search revéaled negative
results.

From this location, the search progressed east along the
steep embankment which was clearly an area where trash had been
dumped for years. Much of the trash consisted of bottles,
bailing wire, and fencing material which took timeé to remove and
search. Another box spring was located east of the first
location, but this was likely the internal spring of a pickup
truck bench seat. This was removed and an additional search took
place.

Continuing east along the embankment, TFO stated
he had located what he thought was the case of a long rifle and
upon exhumation it became obvious it was, indeed, the .50 caliber
rifle. The rifle was contained in a flexible, but damaged black
rifle case, wrapped in thin transparent plastic, also in poor
condition. The plastic wrapping was similar to that which was
used in the storage of the blasting caps and "Kinepac" discovered
in Nichols' former residence. The rifle was located at
approximately 4:45 p.m. Also, located around the weapon were
various pieces of garbage with date stamps: A "Ziploc" bag and a
bottle of homemade "hot sauce" were dated 1996. Given the layers
of trash and sediment deposited there, it correlates with the
date Nichols dumped the rifle.

218/Union Road and crosses the stream where Nichols said he threw
out McVeigh's license plate. Time constraints and improper
clothing prohibited a search of this area. Ten years of
sedimentation will be problematic if such a search for the plate
is required. .

An overhead view of the search location is attached for
review. The center of the image shows a meander causing a curve
in the "unnamed street" which is actually 1000 Ave.
